At the June 12 meeting of the OCUFA Board of Directors concern was raised about the very long
suspension of York University student Daniel Freeman-Maloy.

The OCUFA Board was particularly concerned about the procedures used to determine his
suspension. It was strongly felt that the posted Presidential Regulations which specify a fair and
impartial hearing and an appeals process (Regulations #2 and #3) should have been followed in

the Freeman-Maloy case.

Accordingly, the following resolution was passed by the OCUFA Board:

OCUFA calls on the President of York University to abide by posted regulations for the
President’s administrative powers and to afford the student Danicl Freeman-Maloy due
process including the right of appeal.

Like the York University Faculty Association, OCUFA is concerned that the lack of an
transparent process for deciding the suspension of a student involved in a controversial issue on
campus could lend the impression that the free expression of ideas has been curtailed at York.

OCUFA urges you to reconsider the suspension of Daniel Freeman-Maloy and follow the
‘procedures detailed in the Presidential Regulations.
